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SPIRITUAL GIFTS: GIFTED TO SERVE

|. WHAT ARE SPIRITUAL GIFTS? (The Gifts)

Spiritual gifts are abilities given to each Christian by the Holy Spirit enabling them to
serve in the body of Christ for the profit of all (1 Corinthians 12:7).

Therefore, we can say that a spiritual gift works through the life of a believer in Christ
bringing glory to God and enabling the believer to serve effectively.

II. WHO GIVES SPIRITUAL GIFTS? (The Giver)

The Spirit of God gives the spiritual gifts.
(1 Corinthians 12:8, 9, 11, 28)

The Spirit gives the spiritual gifts of His preference to each Christian.

[1l. WHO HAS SPIRITUAL GIFTS? (The Gifted)

Each believer in Christ has received at least one spiritual gift.
(1 Corinthians 7-11)

When anyone invites Christ to be their personal Savior, the Holy Spirit comes into their
life to live and gives that person a spiritual gift to serve in the body of Christ. Therefore,
the Holy Spirit gives each believer spiritual gifts as He desires.

IV. WHAT WILL SPIRITUAL GIFTS DO? (The Goal)

Spiritual gifts allow the body of Christ to work in unity. When there is unity in the body of
Christ at least three things will happen:

1. There will be effective communication in the body.
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2. There will be effective coordination in the body.

3. There will be effective cooperation in the body.

Effective communication, coordination and cooperation in the body of Christ takes place
because:

1. The feeling of inferiority has been resolved
(1 Corinthians 12:14-20)

2. The attitude of superiority has been removed
(1 Corinthians 12:14-20)

Spiritual gifts make room for diversity in the body without division, unity without
uniformity and contributions without competition (1 Corinthians 12: 7, 11-13).

V. How TO DISCOVER SPIRITUAL GIFTS? (The Guidelines)

VI.

Five Steps to help in the discovery of spiritual gifts

Step 1:  Christians must Explore the New Testament’s list of spiritual gifts.

Step 2:  Christians must Experiment with the spiritual gifts.

Step 3:  Christians must Examine their personal preference of the spiritual gifts.

Step 4:  Christians must Evaluate their personal effectiveness in usage of spiritual gifts.

Step 5:  Christians must Expect personal confirmation of spiritual gifts from the Body of
Christ.

MISUSE OF SPIRITUAL GIFTS? (The Guidelines)

Spiritual gifts are misused whenever:

1. The focus is shifted from the Giver to the gifted.

2. The aim of the gift is not for the building up of the Body of Christ.

3. Love is not exercised by the gifted while using the gift.

4. The title of the gift becomes more important than the expression of the gift.

5. The gifts are not used to glorify God.
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VII. TRUTHS CONCERNING SPIRITUAL GIFTS

1. Each Christian has at least one spiritual gift.
(1 Corinthians 12:7)

2. Spiritual gifts are not earned nor merited.
(1 Corinthians 12:7, 18)

3. A spiritual gift is not a natural talent.
(1 Corinthians 12:4-11)

The difference between a spiritual gift and a natural talent is that Christians and non
Christians have natural talents, but only Christians have spiritual gifts.

4. God can choose to gift us spiritually in the area of our natural talent.

5. Spiritual gifts can be neglected.
(1 Timothy 4:14; 2Timothy 1:6)
